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Item 1.01 Entry into a Material Definitive Agreement.

On April 30, 2012, Delta Design, Inc. ("Delta"), a wholly-owned subsidiary of Cohu, Inc. (the "Company") that, designs, manufactures, sells and services
semiconductor test handling equipment used in the production of semiconductors, entered into an agreement with Intel Corporation ("Intel") that provides the
standard terms and conditions of Intel's purchase of capital equipment, goods and services from Delta (the "Agreement"). 

The Agreement is a standard, commercial, purchase and sale agreement for a term of five (5) years from the effective date unless terminated earlier pursuant to its
terms. The Agreement replaced a prior agreement with Intel that was expiring and is not associated with any new business or orders.

The Company intends to file a copy of the Agreement with portions omitted and filed separately with the Securities Exchange Commission pursuant to a request
for confidential treatment.
